Administrative Fund Raiser - Lion Dan Lester presented a fund raising proposal to the club involving having club members serve as “Mystery Shoppers” at Serpentini Auto Stores. Lions Eye Clinic Board - King Lion Kolbus appointed to Lions Eye Clinic Board by Zone Chairman Dan Lester to replace Lion Sheeley who has been appointed Interim Treasurer of the clinic.

Communications - King Lion Andy discussed whether communications were adequate with respect to notifying club members of death of Lion Paul Moraco’s Mother in Law.  Lion McCune stated that he had not gotten the word because he does not use email.  The Director’s call program appears to have broken down over the past year and those not on email notification are not being advised of important club events.  Further discussion needed.
Missing Gong - King Lion’s gong went missing at February 8, 2005 dinner meeting and Lion David Harrison notified club members that Lion Joyce Harrison received package in mail from Naples, Florida and upon opening it discovered that it contained a gong, which after close examination turned out to be the King Lion’s gong.
