Program – Mr. Tom Sargent spoke about Fire Safety House.  Mr. Sargent is a member of the North Royalton Fire Department.  He gave a summary of what is happening at the NRFD.  Nearly all of the firemen are now paramedics.  We have some new equipment for carrying water under pressure to where water is not readily available.  Public Education is a big part of the Fire Department’s role.  There is a Fire Safety House near Parma Hospital, used by four communities.  There is also a small house partially burned – 5 minutes of burn.  No North Royalton students have been there.  A field trip costs $100 per bus (about 30 kids), and the City Schools have not yet supported a trip to this facility.  We were asked to donate.
