Program – Parade of Checks Recipients

Lions Eye Clinic Inc. – Lion Andy Kolbus talked about the clinic at St. Vincent and discussed the need for supplementing the Parade of Checks contributions with additional sources of revenues since cost of services at the clinic is expected to be about $48,000 to $50,000 while Parade of Checks provides about $30,000.  Lion Andy thanked the club for its long time support of the clinic.

Ohio Lions Eye Research Foundation – Lion Bob Ahrens talked about the foundation and the grants for research into eye problems made to medical schools throughout Ohio.  All of the money given to OLERF stays in the state of Ohio and goes for eye research and detection.  Lion Bob thanked for the continuous support of the foundation.

Ohio Lions Foundation – Lion Dan Lester thanked the club for support of the OLF which provides matching grants for vision equipment for libraries, schools, and other charitable institutions. North Royalton library was a recipient of a low vision reader in 2005 as a result of a matching grant from OLF.  Lion Dan stated that over 95% of the funds received by OLF are used for charitable purposes, with only a 5% administrative expense.

Secretary’s Report – We received a flyer from Cleveland Southeast for their Nite at the Races, March 29, 2008, Echoing Hills Adopt-a-Camper request for $595, North Royalton Band Boosters request for gift to replace their old uniforms, and flyer for North Royalton High School Indoor Drumline donation request.

District 13-C newsletters for January and February 2008 were passed to members for review.

Motion made by Lion Dan Lester, seconded by Lion Keith Gruber to accept Secretary’s report. Motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report – We have $13,396. in the bank, with $10,158. Committed to the Flag Memorial project and $3,238 uncommitted.  7 members dues are unpaid.

Supplement to Parade of Checks

Motion by Lion Nick Phillips, seconded by Lion Tony Sandora to discuss the additional amounts to be donated to the $2,000 Parade of Checks approved at the Board and Business meeting, February28, 2008.  Lion Nick wanted to know whether Flag Project donations were being used for the Supplement and was assured that the all Flag Project funds were to be used for the Project and the supplement is to come from the $3,238 uncommitted funds in the treasury.  Lion Tony Sandora stated that there many costs remaining complete the flag project and was assured by Flag committee member, Lion Dan Lester and Lion Bob Ahrens that there were sufficient funds to carry on the project.

Flag Project

Lion Bob Ahrens discussed the flag project and reported that the cost of granite benches was about $950, which is more than was anticipated, and the committee is looking for other vendors as well as looking at polished concrete instead of granite at a lower cost.  Project has received one $750 purchase of a bench at this time.

Lion Bob also reported that lighting fixture costs would be about $350 for each flagpole, a total of about $2,450.

Lion Tony Sandora stated that Tony Farinacci of Tri-County Concrete is donating the concrete needed for the project and Reno Costa is donating the labor to install the concrete work.

Lion Bob Ahrens reports that the committee has decided to do blocks of pavers for each flag and in blocks of 

20 or more pavers.  This provides more flexibility in planning for the project.

Lion Neil Sheeley reported that the Giant Eagle promotion for the past three months has been very successful, and the next one is scheduled for March 29, 2008.  Each monthly promotion has yielded at least 3-5 pavers, about $200 in donations, and much interest in both the Lions and the Flag Project.  It is expected that the club will continue the monthly Giant Eagle promotion into the summer months.

April 10, 2008 is the deadline for engraved pavers in time for dedication.  Any pavers after April 10 will have to wait until we obtain orders of 20 or more pavers and will not be engraved in time for the dedication on May 26, 2008.

Lion Nick Phillips reports that the planning for the dedication is going smoothly and will be about a one hour event starting at 9:00 AM.  There will be a bugler for taps and veterans, including our own Lion Emil Phillips, will actively participate in the raising of the flags.  The various services will supply the first flags to be raised at the dedication.
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Annual Dinner

Lion Andy Kolbus discussed the need for items for the Chinese auction as well as the need to sell tickets to the April 25, 2008 event.  Because of weather, last meeting was cancelled and meeting is now scheduled for March 27, 2008 at Lion Andy Kolbus’s house.

Annual Golf Outing

Lion Bob Ahrens has agreed to chair the 2008 Annual golf outing to be held at Cherokee Hills, Valley City, Ohio.

Date has been set and will be announced at next business meeting.
Homedays Festival

Lion Mayor Bob Stefanik discussed the 2008 Homedays Festival and reported that the city intends to take a more 

active role in planning and operating the event which has not been up to expectations over the past few years.  Lion Bob reported that the plans are to close part of Ridge Road to expand space for the event and wants to have the North Royalton service clubs more involved in the event, including Bingo.  Because of festival nature of the event, the service club operating the Bingo may not need a state permit.  There will be fireworks to keep more people at the event.  The North Royalton Chamber of Commerce apparently has agreed to the changes recommended by the Mayor, but the Mayor intends to make necessary changes with or without the Chamber acceptance.
